STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT  
 
The Parochial Church Council (PCC) is a corporate body established by the 
Church of England and operates under the Parochial Church Councils 
(Powers) Measure 1956. 
 
St Andrew’s is in the United Benefice of St Andrew, Cobham and St Mary, 
Stoke D’Abernon. The United Benefice shares a ministry team but each 
parish has its own PCC and church officers. 
 
The appointment of PCC members is governed by and set out in the Church 
Representation Rules. 
 
OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES 
 
The PCC is responsible for co-operating with the incumbent in promoting in 
the ecclesiastical parish the whole mission of the Church, pastoral, 
evangelistic, social and ecumenical. 
 
The PCC has agreed a vision statement as follows: 
 
‘St Andrews seeks to be a Christian community through which all can come to 
know and accept God’s love for them and to reflect that love wherever they 
are’. 
 
ACHIEVEMENTS AND PERFORMANCE 
 
The PCC held ten meetings during the year including its annual ‘away day’. 
Sub- committees met between meetings and their reports were received by 
the PCC and discussed where necessary. 
 
A great deal of time and thought was spent during the year on the planning 
and introduction of a new contemporary Sunday evening service, Alive@6. 
After a trial run the new service was introduced during September and the 
initial response to this initiative is very encouraging. 
 
In order to build upon our work with young people the PCC agreed to recruit a 
children’s worker. A job specification and job description have been drafted 
and a suitable recruit is being sought. 
 
The PCC were again able to donate almost 10% of its voluntary income to 
mission and relief work throughout the world and collections were also held in 
support of Disasters Emergency Committee appeals.

The Cobham Heritage Day was again supported with various activities being 
held in the Church.  Copies of a newsletter, The Message, and Christmas 
cards were delivered to all households in Cobham and pastoral visits to the 
bereaved, sick and elderly continued throughout the year. 
 
FINANCIAL REVIEW  
 
Total unrestricted income of £154,184 exceeded expenditure of £147,808 by 
£6376 but, after accounting for an unrealised loss on investments, reserves 
carried forward were reduced to £584,114.  
 
Although planned giving increased the total income was down due mainly to 
fewer one off gifts and legacies. Less building society interest was received as 
a result of lower bank balances. 
 
Total unrestricted expenditure increased by £6597 with parish share, church 
running costs, social events and support costs contributing to the increased 
expenditure. 
 
RESERVES POLICY 
 
The PCC has agreed to maintain sufficient reserves of not less than six 
months average expenditure, to cover emergency situations that may arise 
from time to time, to retain our investment assets to provide some income and 
to finance future major repairs and improvements to our facilities such as a 
car park extension and refurbishment of the Church Gate House Centre when 
necessary.

NOTES TO THE ACCOUNTS 
For the year ended 31st December 2008 

 
 
1. ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
  
The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the Church 
Accounting Regulations 2006 together with applicable accounting standards 
and the Charities SORP 2005. 
 
The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost 
convention except for the valuation of investment assets, which are shown at 
market value. 
 
The financial statements include all transactions, assets and liabilities for 
which the PCC is responsible in law. They do not include the accounts of 
church groups that owe their main affiliation to another body, nor to those that 
are informal gatherings of church members. 
 
Funds 
 
Unrestricted funds are general funds which can be used for PCC ordinary 
purposes. 
 
Restricted funds represent donations or grants received for a specific object 
or invited by the PCC for a specific object. The funds may only be expended 
on the specific object for which they were given. Any balance remaining 
unspent at the end of each year must be carried forward as a balance on that 
fund. 
 
Incoming resources 
 
Planned giving, collections and donations are recognised when received. Tax 
refunds are recognised when the income to which they relate is received. 
Grants and legacies are accounted for when the PCC is legally entitled to the 
amounts due. Dividends are accounted for when receivable, interest is 
accrued. All other income is recognised when it is receivable. 
 
All incoming resources are accounted for gross. 
 
Unrealised gains or losses on investments are accounted for on revaluation of 
investments at 31st December. 
 
Resources used 
 
Grants and donations are accounted for when paid over, or when awarded, if 
that award creates a binding obligation on the PCC. The diocesan parish 
share is accounted for when due. All other expenditure is generally 
recognised when it is incurred and is accounted for gross.

Fixed assets 
 
Benefice and consecrated property is not included in the accounts in 
accordance with s.96 (2) (a) and (c) of the Charities Act 1993. 
 
No value is attributable to movable church furnishings held by the 
churchwardens on special trust for the PCC, and which require a faculty for 
disposal, since the PCC considers these to be inalienable property.  
 
Any expenditure during the year on consecrated or benefice property and 
movable church furnishings, whether maintenance or improvement, has been 
written off. 
 
Church Gate House Centre, including the flat and the land on which it stands 
are valued at cost. No depreciation is charged on these properties but 
expenditure on maintenance or improvement is written off as incurred. These 
buildings are subject to an annual impairment review. 
 
Equipment acquired for Church Gate House Centre and the piano are being 
written off on a straight line basis over 10 years and the computer was written 
off over 4 years. Recent additions (projector and dishwasher) are being 
written off over 4 years. Individual items of equipment costing under £1000 
are written off when the asset is acquired.  
 
Investments are valued at market value at 31st December.
